A 41-year-old gentleman on hospice with endstage parkinsonism. He suffers from weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, difficulty with walking, aspiration, anxiety, bipolar disorder and hypertension.

The patient is taking care of by Lydia, his caregiver who tells me that the patient is now more confused, has issues with dizziness which may be likely secondary to hypotension with autonomic dysfunction, which is very common to patients with parkinsonism and endstage condition. The patient’s memory loss, confusion and anxiety and hallucination are also very much related to his parkinsonism and possible Lewy body type dementia.

He has sundowner’s syndrome which is also can be a part of Lewy body dementia. He requires medication to keep him comfortable especially at night. His weight loss is unavoidable. KPS is at 40%. ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is eating very little at this time with child-like appetite and takes a long time to eat because of his aspiration syndrome related to his parkinsonism. He is at high risk of fall, no longer able to ambulate, basically chair/bedbound and spending lot of time in the bed.
