Mr. Parker is an 82-year-old gentleman with endstage dementia, confusion, bowel and bladder incontinence, only oriented to person. The patient has lost 3 pounds per Hugh Bolden, the caretaker at 3326 Greenridge Drive in Missouri City here in Texas. Mr. Bolden tells me that it is most likely because of his dementia and also because they lost power during the hurricane for six days “so, everybody has lost weight.”
He continues to be confused as I mentioned. He has protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency. He requires pain medication around the clock along with Xanax and Risperdal to keep him as comfortable as possible.

He also wants me to get in touch with the medical director and let him know that he is out of his Vicodin at this time. He suffers from hypoventilation, his O2 sat hovering around 90%. He has decreased appetite, lower extremity edema trace related to his protein-calorie malnutrition. He refuses food from time to time. He must be fed very slowly. Because of his endstage Alzheimer, he has a tendency to have both aspiration and confusion regarding his eating. Overall prognosis remains poor. Other issues and concerns are atrial fibrillation, congestive heart failure, hypertensive heart disease, dementia, degenerative brain disorder and atherosclerotic heart disease with angina.
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
