MUELLER, DAVID

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: David comes in today with another carbuncle on his right buttock. The patient has had these over and over. He definitely has MRSA. Last time he was treated with Zyvox was the time that he responded the most. Review of the literature today indicates that we can use Hibiclens along with chlorhexidine topical liquid on a daily basis to avoid recurrence. He has seen a specialist. He has seen a dermatologist. He has seen an infectious disease doctor and he has been told every time that there is nothing they can do for him.

He is not a candidate for biologics and/or steroids on regular basis since his condition is not consistent with hidradenitis suppurativa.

He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress. He is in less pain than I have seen him before because he always waits too long to come in.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Recurrent MRSA infections. He has a tendency to pick his nose. We talked about that at length and since MRSA has tendency to live there, I told him not to do that anymore.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right fifth digit metacarpal.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: KEFLEX, hence the reason for not getting the Rocephin injection.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes three cigarettes a day. He does not drink alcohol. He does not use drugs.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 197 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 139/87.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. There is a carbuncle, right buttock. There is nothing to open. I have looked at it over and over. He would definitely benefit from I&D if it was ready for I&D, but the lesion is not. So, at this time, we are going to start him on Zyvox 600 mg twice a day. Use the chlorhexidine cleanses three times a day, SITZ BATH, SITZ BATH, SITZ BATH on regular basis, come back in three days to see if he needs to have it opened up.

2. Blood work up-to-date.

3. We looked at his liver, kidney under ultrasound previously and he did well.

4. He is very familiar with these problems and will let me know if there are any issues or problems or lack of response to the medication. He is off work for the next four days as well.
