She is undergoing semaglutide injections at Calvary Medical here in town. They told her that her kidney function creatinine has gone from 1.1 to 1.4 and she needs to go see a kidney doctor. She called to get our opinion. I told her to absolutely see a kidney doctor right away. They said that they could not get her until October. I said the doctor who is making the referral needs to call and get her in as soon as possible. We are not taking care of that. We are not ordering the blood test. We are not giving the semaglutide. Last time I saw her was in March. Her creatinine was 1.1. There was a definite change and she needs to see the kidney doctor ASAP. The Calvary Medical is responsible for this since they are giving her the injections for semaglutide and are making the referral.

On a positive note, she did have her lumpectomy. The cancer was nowhere else and no chemo or radiation was given to her at MD Anderson where she went to get the lumpectomy done, otherwise doing well. See the kidney doctor ASAP was the result of my conversation with her on the phone.
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
