SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna is a 70-year-old Caucasian female who has been living in an extended care facility with an independent living. She has been doing better. She describes she feels sometime sad because of loneliness although she has couple of friends with whom she used to talk. She also tried to go out. I further discussed that all the good things she is doing and she will be okay to which she agreed. She wanted to make sure that I should change her Seroquel plane to Seroquel XR 50 mg at bedtime, which I have corrected it. She is also on lamotrigine 150 mg two tablets at bedtime and 50 mg in the morning and melatonin 10 mg daily. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. There are no auditory or visual hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Her judgment and insight has been improved. I appreciate her improvement provided insight into her ongoing difficulties and the problem it was also encouraged that she should involve stay out of the room try to involve in activities and involve in game activities, which are available over there to which she agreed. I will send a prescription for 30 days. The patient wants to be seen every two weeks. Therefore, I will make an appointment in two weeks. There was no involuntary movement, any symptoms of akathisia, or restlessness. A 30 day supply was ordered.
