SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David is 47-year-old single Caucasian male who has a history of paranoid schizophrenia. He has been undergoing some stress due to the pending court cases. He would not listen to the police and other time he was charged for some other reason. David described that he has court date on January 6th and before that he has to go to forensic center for psychological assessment. Otherwise, he claimed that he has been living with both parents and he is feeling all right. He denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been compliance with the medication and treatment. Last time I explained him that if you want he can try with the medications, which are causing to control the weight gain like Lybalvi however he indicate that he check with the pharmacy this medication is not yet in the pharmacy but he is taking fluphenazine 5 mg twice a day and Zyprexa 20 mg daily. There was no involuntary movement or any drooling or any side effect of the medication. He was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. His speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no irritability or agitation. Judgment site seems to be fair.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive care and the plan.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
