SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA:: Nevenka is a 75-year-old married Caucasian female who has been in treatment for depression and period of anxiety. She has been taking Klonopin only when she needed but she is on fluoxetine 20 mg daily. She described medication has been helping and since she is on medication, her behavior has improved. She is not getting any panic episodes and has been taking all her medication. The patient has been compliant with the treatment. She is getting support from husband and also her son. There was no suicidal thought. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. The patient was encouraged that she should get a complete physical and blood workup maybe need a report for her welfare.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder recurrent symptomatically stable.

PLAN: No active anxiety occasionally overwhelmed for which Klonopin 0.5 mg daily was recommended.
