Dear Dr. Reed:
This is a followup for Mr. Peterson with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and progressive memory abnormalities.  Comes accompanied with wife Grace.  Some unsteadiness on walking but no falling episode.  Sleeping well at night without any nightmares.  Hard of hearing.  Denies GI or urinary symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  He takes no blood pressure medicines.

Physical Examination:  Today weight is stable 173 pounds.  Blood pressure 132/77 by nurse.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  No rigidity.  No tremors and nonfocal deficits.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.25, stable overtime representing a GFR of 56 stage III.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable, no progression, no symptoms.  Blood pressure well controlled.  No electrolytes or acid base abnormalities.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Clinically stable.  The patient and wife trying to educate themselves about memory issues dementia.  Come back in nine months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
