PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cardiac cath, stent placed.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does report dipping. No alcohol use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: This is alert and oriented x 3 patient.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds in all quadrants. No expiratory wheezes noted.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion with no tenderness.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
RADIOLOGICAL ORDERS: We had a chest PA and lateral and a wrist two-view of the right wrist. The right wrist showed no apparent fractures or healed fractures. The chest x-ray did show small infiltrates on the right lower lobe.

ASSESSMENT: Walking pneumonia.
PLAN: We will give Rocephin and dexa in the clinic. The patient does have a cardiology appointment tomorrow and is due a followup there with any other concerns that he might have. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
