This is a 60-year-old woman currently on hospice with CVA, right-sided weakness. The patient complains of shortness of breath with history of COPD. Because of her shortness of breath, she is staying in bed 16 to 18 hours a day. Her O2 saturation is around 90% now with a pulse of 100 to 110.

She has cough, congestion, and shortness of breath with activity. She was a heavy smoker in the past, but does not smoke at this time. Other comorbidities include systemic lupus erythematosus, chronic kidney disease, type II diabetes, sleep apnea, and obesity. The patient refuses to use CPAP and is not using her CPAP at this time. The patient has lost weight. Her appetite has been down. KPS score is 40%, requires the help of family members to survive. She has pain related to her SLE and symptoms of neuropathy. She has decreased appetite. Some of the shortness of breath is related to COPD and previous smoking and some is related to aspiration, it is continuous and has definitely gotten worse. The patient is ADL dependent and has bowel and bladder incontinence.
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
