He has a heavy history of tobacco abuse in the past. He is bowel and bladder incontinent and ADL dependent. He uses his nebulizer six to seven times a day now. He complains of air hunger, shortness of breath, and requires medication to help with his anxiety. Numerous attempts to control his symptoms of weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition have been unsuccessful. His weight loss is unavoidable.
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
