This is a 78-year-old Hispanic woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure, hypertensive heart disease, renal insufficiency, shortness of breath, chronic lower extremity edema, and O2 dependency. She uses her breathing treatments at least 4 to 6 times a day. She has swelling and cough, orthopnea and PND consistent with her congestive heart failure. She has a provider. She is very concerned about her grandson Jonathan who is very sick apparently. The patient will benefit from increased hours for provider services because she is becoming much weaker, she tells me. The patient’s son, Victor, tells me that his mother has more shortness of breath, has definite needs of oxygen. She has decreased appetite, muscle wasting, cardiac cachexia, weight loss is definitely unavoidable. Her leg swelling is consistent with end-stage congestive heart failure unresponsive to treatment. The patient has a KPS score of 40%, wears diapers, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is expected to do poorly.
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
