This is a 61-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of protein-calorie malnutrition, COPD, O2 dependency, gout, and essential hypertension. She has decreased weight; weight loss has been unavoidable and protein-calorie malnutrition. She uses oxygen at all times and nebulizer treatment around the clock. She has a caretaker around the clock. She is spending more time in bed now, at least 12 to 14 hours a day. She is widowed and is able to stay at house because of the help of a provider. She is quite weak. She is almost considered bedbound. She has muscle wasting, decreased appetite, weight loss, right-sided heart failure because of end-stage COPD, pulmonary hypertension and cor pulmonale with 1+ edema. Bowel and bladder incontinence is very much evident with foul smell of urine in her room. The patient’s overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient gets very short of breath with any kind of movement, wears oxygen and/or breathing treatments. The patient is tachycardic with end-stage COPD with a heart rate of 110. Also, suffers from anxiety, air hunger, KPS score of 40% and remains very much hospice appropriate with most likely life expectancy of six months or less.
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
