This is a 73-year-old gentleman with hospice diagnosis of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient has chronic pain on Tylenol No.3 recently he was given. His medications were changed to help with sleep. He states that has made a huge difference. He is short of breath with even talking, but he states he is sleeping better. He is staying in bed 16 to 18 hours a day. KPS score of 40%. He feels like he has not had as many falls in the past month, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent, O2 sat stable at 96% on 2 liters. He suffers also from weight loss, tachycardia, protein-calorie malnutrition. Barbara tells me that his confusion is somewhat better because he is sleeping better now with the new medication. He also suffers from hypoperfusion, which is responsible for his increased confusion in the face of senile degeneration of the brain. He also suffers from bipolar disorder, history of neuropathy, chronic pain on Tylenol No.3 and Neurontin. His weight loss is stable, has not had any further weight loss, but his appetite still has been quite diminished because of his end-stage COPD. Overall prognosis is poor, continues to deteriorate.
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
