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Confronted about his cocaine. The patient states he is not taking cocaine. He is never a cocaine user, nothing like that. He does not even smoke weed. The patient states that he does over-the-counter medication, so he would like to find out from the lab whether there is any interaction with over-the-counter. We will get his one more time drug screen next week. The patient was explained if the drug screen is correct, I will be reluctant to prescribe him and most probably I will have to get him out of my practice. The patient states that he promised me, he is a priest, he is not using cocaine. Actually, he is doing very well at this time. Worried about his grandkids. He has started a new project where he has started a foundation where homeless veterans will be getting place and that is open two-acre property with some of the houses are coming on. The patient feels very excited about that. Support and reassurance is given. Encouraged to find out from his primary care doctor and pulmonologist what else is possible. Coping discussed. We will follow in one week.
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
