I had encouraged him last couple of times to talk with the doctor; doctor did not give him any information, he wants me to handle that. I am going to reduce his medication, try to take him out. We will give him 2 mg at this time for one week and we will revisit that. The patient was very disturbed by that. I have explained to him that it is not advisable. Anyhow, he is going to go through the surgery. At that time, it has to be stopped. The patient is upset, but encouraged to talk again with Dr. Munir whether he will take it as he is managing all the pain, he can balance it out so that he will not be sleepy. The patient agreed. Support and reassurance is given. We will try one week.
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
