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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage III. The patient has most likely nephrosclerosis associated to the long-standing diabetes mellitus, hypertension and hyperlipidemia as well as the aging process. A laboratory workup was done on July 22, 2024, and the creatinine is 1, the BUN is 19, the estimated GFR is 58, and the patient has an albumin-to-creatinine ratio that is 5, is very stable.

2. Diabetes mellitus. This diabetes mellitus is being managed by the primary doctor in Wauchula. They decided to stop the use of the Soliqua and the laboratory workup that was mentioned is consistent with a hemoglobin A1c of 8, which is slightly elevated. They are still working in manipulating the medications. I am going to defer the blood sugar control to the primary.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. The patient has a cholesterol that is 128, HDL is 62, LDL is 46 and triglycerides 122, is under control. The patient is in very stable condition and, for that reason, I am going to give an appointment to see us in six months with laboratory workup.
