The patient tells me that that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It started in a basic training in early December 2023.  The patient tells me during early December 2023, the patient was in basic training.  The patient got hit by a metal pole during basic training.  The patient tells me that he was hit in the head it caused him severe head pain.  The patient has severe head pain, neck pain, and also left arm numbness from that.  The patient has confusion and disorientation..  The patient tells me that towards the end of December 2023, the patient got hit again by another metal object. The patient tells me that he was working on fence.  There was another guy swing a metal piece of fence, and hit back of his head.  The patient immediately lost consciousness and went to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for a few minutes.  When he woke up, patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has lightheadedness.  The patient has severe tightness for the rest of the day.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the rest of the day.
Since the event, the patient had developed severe headaches.  He would have headaches four to five times a week.  The patient has severe migraines.  The patient feels dizzy.  The patient has mood swing.  The patient has ringing the ears.  The patient becomes irritable.  The patient becomes very poor.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient get angry very easily.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity causing headaches.  The patient also has nausea.  The patient also has depression symptoms.

The patient is working in private security.  Given his symptoms, patient was not able to work full-time.  He says he has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.  The headaches affecting his concentration.  The patient is not able to work as much as he wanted to.  The patient tells me that the light sensitivity and sound sensitivity is significantly limiting the amount of work he can do per day.
