Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen today for thrombocytopenia and anemia. The patient does not offer any symptoms. He does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of seizure disorder for which he is on medications. He also has a history of anemia and neutropenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair. He is well built big man.

HEENT: He wears neck collar. Mouth drooling saliva.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: Pitting edema.

LABS: WBC 2.6, hemoglobin 10.4, RDW 17.9, platelet count 83,000, neutrophils 32%, and ANC is 850.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia.

2. Anemia.

3. Most likely from seizure medications.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Since ANC is less than 1000 periodic Neupogen might improve his WBC count and decrease his susceptibility to infection.
