HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic two days post visit with her dentist who prescribed her antibiotics and pain medications due to the infection in her tooth that he will be removing in three days. She states that medications she is taking have made her nauseous and she does not have anything to stop her from throwing up; last vomit was one hour ago and it just started yesterday evening.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hypothyroidism, and HSV.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and tubal.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress. Alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits except for left-sided jaw tenderness and edema at the posterior molars in the bottom. No drainage. No foul smell noted.

NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender. Full range of motion.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Oral infection and nausea and vomiting.
PLAN: We will give Zofran injection in the clinic as well as antibiotic and steroid and we will prescribe dissolving Zofran for the patient to use at home and for her to continue taking the medications that dentist gave her and to follow up for her dental surgery in three days. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
