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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old African American female that is followed in this office because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The main problem has been the persistent anemia that is under investigation with the Florida Cancer after the patient was evaluated from the gastrointestinal point of view. For the CKD, in the laboratory workup that was done on July 24, 2024, the creatinine is 1, the BUN is 56, and the albumin-to-creatinine ratio is just 4. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has the anemia and the anemia has been under investigation by the Florida Cancer. The patient has slight elevation of the IgG and the kappa/lambda ratio is 0.67. The patient has been advised to have a bone marrow, but she is declining because of the pain; she was explained that under conscious sedation the situation will be manageable. She has an appointment with Dr. Ahmed this afternoon and probably she will agree to the bone marrow in order to get the answers. On the other hand, the patient states that she is receiving Procrit shots and there is evidence of iron saturation of 11% that needs replacement.
3. Hyperlipidemia under control.
4. Hypertension under control.

5. The patient does not have any evidence of hyperuricemia. I had a lengthy discussion with the patient regarding the current situation in which the bone marrow is necessary.
I spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face like 25 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
