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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA that is most likely associated to nephrosclerosis. The patient has long-standing diabetes mellitus, arterial hypertension, and aging process. In the laboratory workup done on June 15, 2024, the estimated GFR is 54 with a creatinine of 1.6 and BUN of 9. The liver function tests are within normal limits. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio is 22.

2. Diabetes mellitus. Hemoglobin A1c is under control 6.4%.

3. The patient has a history of hyperuricemia in the past. The current uric acid is 5.5.

4. The patient has polyosteoarthritis, under the care of Dr. A. Torres.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The serum cholesterol is 153, HDL 55, LDL 78 and the patient has the triglycerides of 110.

6. Hypertension that is under control. The patient is very stable.
