In 2021, the patient was skiing in Squaw Valley, California.  The patient was skiing and he fell down as he was falling down, he hit the head.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.

Since the event, the patient had short-term memory deficits.  The patient will forget topics in mid of the sentence.  The patient tells me he has brain fog.

The patient is currently playing trombone l for living.  The patient tells me that plays the Symphony Orchestra.  The patient tells me that he is only able to work at 95% of his capability.  He tells me that he want to play at 100% level.  The patient tells me at 95% level he is not able to get jobs.  He tells me that he is not getting jobs because he is playing at 95% level.

It is my opinion that the patient does not have traumatic brain injury.  The patient fell down from a motorcycle accident in 2022.  He fell to the ground.  He was wearing a helmet.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient has confusions for the next several days.  In 2021, the patient was skiing, and he fell and hit the head.  Again, he did not lose consciousness.  Apparently, he has symptoms of short-term memory issues and forgetting topics in mid sentences.  I believe that his incidences are not severe to cause traumatic brain injury.  I do not think his current symptoms are traumatic brain injury symptoms.  It is my opinion that he perform well on the MOCA examination . It is my opinion that the symptoms are not severe enough to be diagnosed with traumatic brain injury.
