Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Mr. Derosia with advanced renal failure, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in February.  He denies emergency room visit.  He did have a fall at home tripped over a rock but no loss of consciousness.  No focal deficits.  He is hard of hearing.  I did an extensive review of systems.  He denies everything.

Present Medications:  I want to highlight diuretics and beta-blockers.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 146 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 149/76.  Hard of hearing, but no respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  No major respiratory or cardiovascular abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness or edema.  No focal deficits.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries July, creatinine 2.5 which is baseline and GFR 24 stage IV.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  There is no indication for dialysis.  He has small kidneys likely representing hypertensive nephrosclerosis.  He has anemia but no need for EPO treatment.  He has chronic low platelets, but no active bleeding.  There is a normal nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, electrolyte, and acid base.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
