Dear Dr. Ernest
This is a followup for Mr. Bigelow with right-sided nephrectomy, hypertension, history of GAVE, prior polycythemia and phlebotomy.  Last visit in January.  There has been no need for phlebotomy.  No active bleeding.  No GI procedures.  He has followed with Dr. Holtz and Dr. Sahay.  He has neuropathy as well as back pain.  He has been given Neurontin.  He has watchman procedures.  He has a pacemaker atrial fibrillation.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medications reviewed.  I am going to highlight a change to Crestor.  He remains on antidepressants.  Blood pressure HCTZ and amlodipine.

Physical Examination:  Weight 217 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 109/74.  Overweight.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  No major respiratory or cardiovascular abnormalities.  He has a pacemaker.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Minor edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine one of his best down to 1.02.  GFR will be in the upper 50s.  No anemia.  Very low ferritin 11 with saturation 13% this is from July.  He has a low platelet count which is mild.  Normal white blood cells.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Minor low sodium.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Normal liver function test.
Assessment and Plan:   Right-sided nephrectomy, stable kidney function.  Blood pressure in the low side on treatment, not symptomatic.  He has iron deficiency from known GAVE but no active gross bleeding.  No acute abdomen.  Prior polycythemia, but presently anemia so no phlebotomy.  Atrial fibrillation pacemaker.  No anticoagulation given the GAVE.  He has a watchman procedure.  Follow up in a year.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
