Dear Dr. Strom
This is a followup for Sandra a cadaveric renal transplant University of Michigan 2021.  Remains anticoagulated for history of deep vein thrombosis and pulmonary embolism after renal transplant.  Since the last visit August which is almost a year ago, denies hospital admission.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  Good urine output.  No urinary symptoms or infection.  No active bleeding.  Minor asthma.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain or palpitation. Extensive review of system done being negative.

Medication:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight Tacro, Myfortic, and prednisone.  She is on Coumadin.  Blood pressure nifedipine.

Physical Examination:  Weight 179 pounds.  Blood pressure 121/84.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries June creatinine 0.9, July also less than 1.  No anemia.  Normal cell count. Electrolytes, acid base, and Tacro at 7.
Assessment and Plan:  ANCA positive vasculitis.  Prior dialysis with a renal transplant in June 2021.  Kidney transplant working well.  High risk medications therapeutic Tacro.  Prior smoker.  No respiratory symptoms.  Remains anticoagulated for DVT and pulmonary embolism.  All chemistries are stable.  No active bleeding.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
