Dear Lisa:
This is a followup for Brenda with renal transplant 2021.  Polycystic kidney disease.  Last visit in February.  Some bruises, frequent diarrhea since the transplant, and urinary tract infection.  It is my understanding a renal biopsy was done of the transplant which shows pyelonephritis.  Admitted to University of Michigan.  Received intravenous antibiotics.  She has presently right centerline upper chest.  No side effects with the antibiotics.  Presently no fever.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No abdominal or back pain.  No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  CellCept was placed on hold.  She remains on long-acting Tacro and low dose of prednisone.  Blood pressure includes amlodipine and metoprolol.  She is on long and short acting insulin.
Physical Examination: Today weight 165 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 131/86.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No ascites.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No edema.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries show July anemia 11.5.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Baseline creatinine is 0.9 to 1, presently 1.38 and this likely represents the pyelonephritis.  Glucose in the 200s.  Normal calcium.
Assessment and Plan:  Polycystic kidney disease.  Prior dialysis.  Received a deceased donor renal transplant September 2021.  Recent pyelonephritis by biopsy.  Acute on chronic renal failure.  Uncontrolled diabetes.  High risk medication immunosuppressants.  Still diarrhea is an issue, off the CellCept, off metformin.  Prior clotted left-sided AV fistula.  Polycystic kidneys compromising the liver.  Blood pressure stable.  The diabetes is transplant induced.  Monitor chemistries.  Reactive anemia without external bleeding.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
