Dear Dr. Proudy:

This is a followup for Mr. Pittman with renal failure from urinary retention and obstructive uropathy.  Since the last visit in January he has followed through University of Michigan.  He has successful prostate resection.  They are not aware the patient or wife of cancer.  No complications.  Very good urine output.  He feels great.  Minor dyspnea on activity probably from deconditioning and obesity 222.  Otherwise all the review of system right now is negative.

Medications:  I review medications.  I am going to highlight blood pressure for Norvasc and losartan.  He remains on diabetes treatment.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 152/84 on the left-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormality.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No gross edema or focal deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine improved to 1.5.

Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease, urinary retention, bilateral hydronephrosis, and obstructive uropathy, successfully treated University of Michigan.  Kidney function improved, but has not returned to baseline that used to be 0.8.  No indication for dialysis as there is no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  Blood pressure in the office fair.  Electrolytes and acid base normal or stable.  No anemia.  Continue diabetes management.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Previously documented low ejection fraction at 48%.  At this moment no symptoms of CHF.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
