MEDICATIONS: See medication list which also includes Eliquis as well as Toprol 25 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking alcohol.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 183 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.5. Respirations 20. Pulse 53. Blood pressure 111/68.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

Flu test is negative. COVID test is positive.

3. We talked about Paxlovid. We are going to hold off on that unless he gets worse.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Decadron 8 mg now.
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6. Z-PAK.

7. Medrol Dosepak.

8. Bromfed DM.

9. Lots of liquid.

10. Tylenol and Motrin.

11. Rest.

12. Quarantine for at least three days.

13. Call me in 24 hours.

14. On the exam, there is no evidence of pneumonia. If symptoms worsen, we will get a chest x-ray at that time.

15. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.
