CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of congestion for the past few days with temperature of 104 since yesterday, seen by pediatrician with viral typing done to be sent off with results available tomorrow. Continues with high fever of 104, given Tylenol and ibuprofen five hours ago with 104 temperature in the office.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of frequent upper respiratory infections with flu and COVID per mother and RSV at 3 months; she thinks that is why she is sick so often.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Flu, strep, and COVID testing were performed, they were all negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Viremia with fever and apparent respiratory infection without evidence of pneumonia or other causes of fever and the patient is in no acute distress..
PLAN: Mother advised to follow up with pediatrician tomorrow, to call for results of viral screening and for office visit if not better with clearing of temperature.
