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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that during his navy career, he had several times hit the head. There is this one time he was going through a hatch, in a ship he hit the right forehead on to the top of the hatch.  It was the hatch door, which is made up of medical materials.  The patient tells me that he immediately has severe head pain.  He felt confused and disoriented.  He was bleeding profusely from the right forehead.  He needed medical attention.  He has stitches in the right forehead.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient tells me that similar episode happened three times during his career.  He does not remember the exact date.

The patient also hit the head in the landing gear door on aircraft.  The patient tells me he hit head two to three times that he can remember.  Again, he hit top of the head.  He had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation afterwards.  There is no loss of consciousness.

The patient since then had significant headaches.  He almost has headaches a lot.  His headache is around band like distribution around the head.  It happens a few times a week.  The patient also has significant memory deficits.  He tells me that he is not able to remember as well as he used to be before.  The patient has significant frustration.  The patient has personality changes since these episodes.  The patient is currently taking Advil for his headaches.

The patient is currently unemployed by the FAA.  The patient is an aviation safety inspector.  The patient tells me that his headache is significantly affecting him doing his job.  The patient has difficulty concentration and focus.  The patient also has memory loss.  It is affecting him to remember his tasks duties.  He also has personality changes it is affecting him with personal relationship.  The patient got frustrated at work a lot.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient hit the head several times, during his navy career.  He hit the door hatch several times.  The patient tells me that there is one time he hit the door hatch, on top of the forehead.  The patient had profuse bleeding from the right forehead requiring stitches.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation with each episode.  These are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  The patient also hit the landing gear door several times with the head.  The patient had the confusion, disorientation, and severe head pain with each episode.  The patient currently has significant headache, memory deficits, also personality changes, and frustration.  It is my opinion that these are common traumatic brain injury symptoms.
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
