HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in two traumatic brain injuries.  The first incident was in 2016 in June, when she was in Jordan in the country.  The patient was playing soccer there on concrete ground.  She told me that she got knocked down.  She was falling down, she hit the back of the head.  She also had immediate loss of consciousness for about two to three seconds.  The patient when she woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient feels severe dizzy, nausea, and vomiting.  The patient has severe headache.  She had these symptoms for next several days.

Next episodes in 2020, the patient was ejected from the vehicle in Dallas, Texas.  The patient tells me that she was in a motor vehicle, and somebody threw her out of the car.  When she landed on the ground, she hit the left forehead.  She has significant laceration in the left forehead.  The patient tells me that she has significant bleeding on the left forehead.  She went to see the doctor.  She had required stitches in the left eyebrow area.  The patient has severe headache, confusion, disorientation, nausea, dizziness, and the head injury.

The patient currently has significant dizzy, headache, nausea, concentration, difficulty blurred vision, irritability, mood changes, difficulty sleeping, nausea, anxious, depressed, fatigue, and insomnia symptoms.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.

The patient is currently working as a military police for the Army.  She tells me that she is not able to do her job well because of these symptoms.  The headache and dizziness are significantly affecting her focus.  The patient is not able to focus at workup.  She also has significant memory problems.  The patient is not able to remember her task duties.  The light sensitivity and sound sensitivity also limit her concentration and focus at the workup.  The patient is not able perform well at work because of these symptoms.
