CC: Request for PT.
HPI: An 80-year-old female seen in room. Earlier I had gone to see her a couple of times, she was sound asleep so left her that way. She requested to see me at this hour. I go in and she slowly starts telling me that she wants PT. The patient had a large fluid filled blister covering the dorsum of her right foot and it has slowly started to heal. I told her that she cannot do weightbearing and routine walking until that wound is further along in healing and she brings up different exercises they can do, etc. I told her I would write for PT with the understanding of what her limitation is. She then starts to bring up other things and I told her we did not have time to talk about other things, that she was stable and we would get what she had requested.
DIAGNOSES: Atrial fibrillation – on Eliquis, CHF with chronic lower extremity edema, bilateral knee pain secondary to severe OA, hypothyroid, chronic seasonal allergies, GERD, and hyponatremia. The first thing should be resolving wound on the dorsum of her right foot.
ALLERGIES: SPIRONOLACTONE.
DIET: NAS.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, verbal. She is always very demanding.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/53, pulse 93, temperature 97.0, and respiratory rate 18.
