CC: Met with family.

HPI: An 82-year-old female with unspecified dementia seen today. Her daughter Susan is visiting from Las Vegas accompanied by her two teenage granddaughters who happened to be twins. When I went to meet with them, it was in the dayroom. The patient was sitting on the couch and they were in chairs either side of her chair in front of her. The patient was napping comfortably. Earlier, I had seen the family talking to resident and she was just quietly listening. Daughter states that they do see that progression of dementia and one of the things they were doing with her was acquitting her and do you remember this, do you remember that or showing pictures and asking her who that is and she would get frustrated because she could not answer. So they have realized and stop doing that. We also discussed the fact that she went through a period of after having being independently ambulatory, started using a wheelchair, and was unsteady in her gait. I requested a wheelchair and then it turns out she starts walking again. The patient was upset thinking that I was putting her in a wheelchair. I explained to her that the wheelchair is there when she needs it if she is going to distance or if the day comes that she needs it, but want her to walk as long as she is safely able. I also reviewed with family what her medications are and the indication for them. I reviewed most recent labs which were on 03/22/2024. We also looked at her weights and her history of vital signs all of which are normal vital signs and her weight has stayed fairly stable.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Met with family at their request. Daughter is visiting from out of state. So her brother keeps in touch with her and he visits a bit more frequently, but she appreciated the time as far as explanation went. She is happy with her care here. It has got her mother has done so well overall and is aware that there is going to be progression at some point. They have seen some slowness of it occurring.
