CC: COVID positive.
HPI: A 62-year-old gentleman who tested positive for COVID on 07/26/2024. At that point, he was quarantine. Blood work required for Paxlovid would be dispensed by pharmacy, so BMP ordered and results finally back today, which show normal creatinine, so medication was started yesterday and today. The patient was prescribed Paxlovid 150 mg/100 mg b.i.d. for five days. The patient was also prescribed dissendium 10 mL q.6h. routine for five days then p.r.n. and he was seen in his room today. He is seated quietly. I had a mask on so we were okay when I asked the patient how he was doing, he gave me the so-so symbol and he looked to be about his baseline, but a little more fatigued than usual. He did not have cough while I was present.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Conjunctiva mildly injected. Did not have a runny nose. Slightly dry oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple without LAD.

RESPIRATORY: He had a normal effort and rate. He had a few wheezes left to mid upper field, but otherwise unremarkable.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Gets around in his wheelchair as per usual and he moves his mobile arm being in the left.
NEUROLOGICAL: Eye contact able to communicate. He grunts or groans as he has aphasia secondary to CVA few years back.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: COVID diagnosis was 07/26/2024, and today is now day #2 of Paxlovid therapy. I encouraged him eat what he could tolerate, but to stay hydrated.
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
