CC: COVID positive.
HPI: A 96-year-old female who a week ago today was sent to the hospital for concerns of rales and rhonchi along with shortness of breath. She returned COVID positive with a script for Paxlovid, Tussin DM, prednisone 60 mg q.d. x5 days, and Albuterol MDI one puff q.4h. p.r.n. The patient was lying in bed awake and alert. She has had dinner in her room of course stated that she ate some but was not very hungry. Overall, she is getting anti about having to stay in her room and wants to know when she will be able to come out of her room. Today is day two of Paxlovid for her so she still has three more days and I told her she was just going to have to use some patience but she would be out soon enough. Her family has been calling her and checking on her so she at least has had people to talk to.
DIAGNOSES: COVID positive, hypothyroid, osteoarthritis, HTN, and sarcopenia, wedge compression fracture of L2.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note last week.
ALLERGIES: LATEX, TAPE, and CODEINE.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is awake, asked specific questions understood given information. Her affect is generally little blunted as it was today, but she is pleasant and appropriate.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/68, pulse 83, temperature 97.8, and respiratory rate 17.
RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields are clear. She had no cough during the time I was there and denied having a cough apart from that no nasal drainage.
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ABDOMEN: Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. She has got complete resolution of bilateral lower extremity edema in fact I took a picture of her legs and then showed it to her because she did not believe me when I told her that the swelling was all gone and her mouth open she saw the picture she was very please.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: COVID positive day two of antiviral therapy and after day three negative COVID will be able to come out on to the unit.
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
