The patient presents with history of sweating for two days with nausea and vomiting three times yesterday and twice today. Denies any pain or diarrhea.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies substance abuse.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Sweating evident. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits with slight moisture evident on the skin compatible with presentation.
IMPRESSION: Diaphoresis unknown source, questionable viral syndrome, associated nausea and vomiting.

PLAN: The patient had stat lab work done at hospital including CBC, TSH, electrolytes, and drug screen with drug screen positive for THC with additional diagnosis of substance abuse with possible anxiety attack accounting for his presentation. The patient is to follow up with regular doctor tomorrow or to go to the emergency room. Contacted mother to give her lab results with recommended further evaluation of pot use in minor.
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
