The patient states that she is doing okay, so she has stopped taking her Zyprexa. She feels that she does not need any more. She feels that something went wrong with her body. Her doctor has done some kind of a CAT scan and there is some growth somewhere. The patient was encouraged to give me detail to bring report. The patient has difficulty remembering. She feels that she is taking oxycodone and that is helping her. Abdominal pain is less. The patient feels that sleep is improved. As the patient is not taking Zyprexa, we will discontinue that. The patient was explained. She states she has not taken it for some time. It is still sitting with her which she has filled. We will discontinue that. The patient is taking a small dose of Remeron. She is taking a small dose of hydroxyzine. We will continue her hydroxyzine. We will continue her Ambien. She has one month refill. We will reduce her Remeron to 7.5 mg and see whether we can change it to something else. The patient feels comfortable about that. She talked about her family issues and how she used to drink in the past and now she is not drinking. I explained to her that is a good thing. She is 57 years old. She should not drink. Encouraged to go back to her primary care doctor or gastroenterologist to find out why her stomach is hurting. She is going to try. We will follow.
