Mr. Terry was seen at home today for face-to-face evaluation. Mr. Terry is a 68-year-old he is currently on hospice with malignant neoplasm of the bladder.

He appears to have lost weight. The caretaker tells me he has lost weight but they do not how much. He continues to appear pale. He is no longer a candidate for transfusion because he has chosen hospice and does not want to go back and forth to the hospital. He continues to have weight loss related to his bladder cancer. His weight loss is unavoidable. He is off his blood pressure medicine because of issues regarding orthostasis. He has not been put back on his blood pressure medicine and probably not need any medication for his blood pressure for the rest of his life due to his significant weight loss due to his cancer.

He has a KPS score of 40% and FAST score of 60%. His oxygen saturation is covering around 90. He is in bed now sleeping 18 hours a day. His pulse is at 110. He appears to be short of breath at rest and activity most likely related to his significant anemia. He is also developing a right-sided heart failure with pedal edema again related to edema. He is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. He is showing decline given his history of bladder cancer associated with anemia, muscle weakness, muscle atrophy, total ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence.
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
