His KPS has now dropped to 40% because he requires a lot more care from his family members to be able to live in his residence. He continues to lose weight. His pain is controlled with medication. He also has increased weakness and reduction in his KPS as was mentioned ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence and overall prognosis continues to remain poor for Mr. Townsend. He also has had muscle wasting and weight loss, which is unavoidable given his diagnosis of prostate cancer. The patient has shown slow decline in the past but appears to be declining further given his increased time in bed, increased weakness, decreased weight, decreased appetite, overall protein calorie malnutrition, and overall debility.
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
