Dear Dr. Eisemann:
This is a followup for Mr. Persyn with advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  He uses a walker.  Last fall two weeks ago.  No loss of consciousness.  No trauma.  Hard of hearing.  According to the wife, it is all the time.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Stable edema.  Uses CPAP machine for sleep apnea.  Many nights sleeps in the recliner.  Loud snorting.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Presently takes no blood pressure medicines.
Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 142/84.  Weight 215 pounds.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity.  No ascites or tenderness.  Stable edema.
Labs:  Chemistries.  Creatinine at 1 baseline, low sodium, electrolytes, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 11.4.
Assessment and Plan:  Hyponatremia.  Continue fluid restriction.  This is a problem of water fluids, not sodium.  Present blood pressure upper normal, no treatment.  Continue diabetes cholesterol management.  Preserved kidney function.  Stable nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and acid base.  Stable anemia.  No external bleeding.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
