CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left leg weakness.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the left leg was hurting her for the last 10 days and the pain level was 9 or 10 and she has no GI bleeding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Within normal limits.
