CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of constipation, skin lesion on the right axilla, left foot pain, and lightheadedness.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her son who takes care of the patient 24 x 7 and takes care of her wheelchair. He stated that the patient has constipation on and off and she does use high fiber diet. She had similar episode last year and Colace had helped her. Currently she was taking 50 mg once a day.
The patient also noticed lesion on the left axilla and it is not pruritic and the size is 2 to 3 mm. There is no active bleeding or pain.
The patient has left foot pain and the pain level is 3 or 4 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. However, the patient is most of the time on the wheelchair.
The patient did have lightheadedness especially in the morning hours, but she did not passed out and there was no chest pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chills, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, skin rashes, or open wounds.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her son. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

Examination of the left foot reveals mild tenderness without any deformity.

The patient has no significant orthostatic blood pressure.
There is a small skin lesion on the right axilla consistent with nevus. There is no active bleeding or tenderness.
All her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
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
