HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother and father, states that he was swimming in a friend’s house yesterday and now he has a rash on his face. No fevers. No body aches. No chills. No difficulty swallowing. No wheezing noted. The patient’s mother did give him Benadryl this morning.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and oriented x3. No acute distress.
EENT: Within normal limits. Airway is patient.
FACE: Noted welts across the face.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement. No tenderness to the cervical lymph nodes.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion with no tenderness.

ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.
PLAN: Advised mother to stay on over-the-counter Benadryl. We will also prescribe a steroid cream to apply twice a day for the next 10 days to resolve the swelling. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
