HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 31-year-old male well-known to the clinic with chronic sinusitis. Last visit was seen, cultures were taken, antibiotics were given and he did not follow up with ENT after very strong recommendations. He is scheduled to see ENT again on 09/04/2024 to schedule surgery. Post his MRI and scope, it was determined he had a cyst in there. Currently, he reports some pressure, some headache and dizziness and other signs of infection coming on and body aches.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Three sinus cleanout surgeries.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is an awake, alert and oriented x 3 patient.
EENT: Recorded _______ noted on the frontal sinuses. Turbinate edema. Bilateral TM erythema. Clear throat. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Chronic sinusitis.
PLAN: We will treat with in-office dexamethasone based on last cultures. Bactrim was the only thing that the bacteria was susceptible to and has agreed to do a trial of Bactrim for infection. The patient was given a work note for the next two days. Discharged in stable condition.
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
