She continues to lose weight despite being on tube feeding because she has lost the ability to assimilate. Overall prognosis is quite poor with weight loss, change in mental status, increased confusion, and metastatic thyroid cancer. Overall prognosis is poor, expected to live less than six months, continues to be hospice appropriate.
