Sharon Oginsky continues to follow in the office having been seen recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism post surgery.

2. Noncompliance with regards to medication.

She was seen recently for followup.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.1 mg two daily and liothyronine 5 mg one daily.

She continues to take her medication. She sometimes fails to take her medication and in the past there has been problems with compliance.

General review on this visit is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 150/78, weight 150 pounds, and BMI is 25.7. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there was no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent thyroid function test: Free T4 1.77elevated, free T3 2.7, normal and TSH 0.06, partially suppressed.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism with slight over replacement of thyroid hormone.

She was advised to take one last levothyroxine pills per week and to continue on liothyronine.

Followup visit is recommended for six months time.
