Hyperlipidemia, end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis, hypertension, IDDM, and legally blind.

P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting. The patient agreed to have dialysis now that has been started since last week. He is doing better but he refused one to two days ago. He feels better to go for hemodialysis tomorrow. Nephrology recommendations noted.
