An 80-year-old woman lives alone seen for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is currently on hospice with Alzheimer's dementia. The patient has a caretaker who stays with her 24 x 7.

The patient requires help with all ADL and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. Her other issues include history of CVA, hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, history of colostomy, and hypertension.

The caregiver tells me that she has not been eating very much because of the heat, but I think that is most likely because of her worsening effects of CVA and possible recurrent lacunar infarct and/or TIAs.

Her blood sugar is stable. Nevertheless, she is at high risk of having small lacunar strokes because of her issues with diabetes in the past. Appetite is diminished. Weight loss is unavoidable. Protein-calorie malnutrition noted. The patient’s O2 sat today was 94% with a heart rate of 106. The patient meets the criteria for endstage dementia and continues to deteriorate.
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
