Ms. Mills was evaluated for face-to-face at the new facility where she is staying now on Champion Ridge.
This 75-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with COPD, Parkinson’s, hypertension, dementia, hallucination, chronic pain and bipolar disorder. The patient continues to lose weight. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. Her weight loss is unavoidable. The patient also has issues with pain most likely because of hepatitis C which has caused chronic pain. She also has a history of tobacco abuse, smoking, seizure disorder and renal insufficiency.

She has a KPS score of 40%.  She requires help of others to be able to survive. Her FAST score is 6C. She has a child like appetite. She is very forgetful, bowel and bladder incontinence, severe sundowner syndrome, ADL dependency which also all seemed to be worsening. The patient’s O2 sats at 93% with a heart rate of 99 today. Overall, prognosis remains poor. The patient continues to show decline regarding her endstage COPD. 
Because of Parkinson’s disease, she also has issues with aspiration and her eating has become much slower and the caretaker has to take her time feeding her, which is also causing more weight loss.
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
